Tell us about your educational and career goals.
· Share Your Story: What drives you?
· Educational Goal: What degree are you pursuing?
· Future Plans: Will you continue to a Master’s program?
· Career Aspirations: What do you hope to do after graduation?
· Timeline: How long will it take to complete your degree? Will you study full-time or part-time? Do you plan to take summer classes?
· Interest and Inspiration: What sparked your interest in this career? Have you always known your path, or did a specific experience influence your decision?
Example: Did a personal experience with healthcare inspire you to pursue nursing?

Question 2: Activities Outside the Classroom
Tell us about your activities outside of the classroom.
· Your Story: What interests and activities enrich your life?
· Involvement: Are you part of any clubs or organizations?
· Volunteer Work: How have your volunteer experiences impacted you and your community?
· Employment: Do you work while studying? How does your job relate to your academic goals?
· Personal Growth: How have these activities shaped you as an individual?
· Career Support: Do any of these experiences align with your career goals?
Remember: It's never too late to start pursuing extracurricular activities!


Question 3: Additional Considerations
Share anything else relevant to your scholarship application.
· Financial Need: Committees assume scholarship applicants have financial need.
· Exceptional Circumstances: Do you have unique challenges impacting your financial situation?
· Example: "I work full-time while taking a full course load and caring for my two children."
· Personal Background: Have you faced significant challenges, such as being in foster care, overcoming a learning disability, or supporting your family through a medical crisis?
· Academic Excellence: Are you a top student preparing to graduate?
· Work-Life Balance: How do you manage a full course load while supporting your family?

Tips for Writing Your Responses:
· Be Authentic: Share your genuine experiences and feelings.
· Show Passion: Let your enthusiasm for your goals and activities shine through.
· Be Specific: Use concrete examples to illustrate your points.
· Stay Organized: Structure your responses clearly to enhance readability.
